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AUTHORIZATION FOR USE OR DISCLOSURE OF PROTECTED 
HEALTH INFORMATION  
 

HIPAA and Texas State law state that hospitals and healthcare providers 
may not use or disclose protected health information (except for treatment, 
payment and healthcare operations) without a valid signed authorization 
from the patient.  (The Hospital's HIPAA compliant authorization is found in 
Policy Tech, Policy 2637.)  All valid authorizations must be in writing and 
meet guidelines for a valid authorization as required by HIPAA and State 
law and Hospital Policy 2638 in Policy Tech. In order to be considered valid 
the following information must be included:  
 
¶ Patient name 

¶ Type of information to be disclosed 

¶ Identity of healthcare provider authorized to make the disclosure  

¶ Identity of the person/organization to whom the disclosure is being 

made 

¶ Purpose of the disclosure 

¶ Signature of the patient or patient's authorized legal representative 

and relationship to the patient  

¶ Date on which the authorization is signed. 
¶ Time period for which the authorization is effective and expiration 

date or event.  

¶ The patient’s right to revoke the authorization in writing and a de-
scription how to do so.  

¶ The organization's inability to condition treatment on the authoriza-
tion. 

¶ A statement informing the individual about the potential for infor-
mation to be redisclosed and no longer protected by the federal pri-
vacy rule. 

¶ If Rolling Plains Memorial Hospital is requesting the authorization, a 
copy must be provided to the individual signing the authorization.  

¶ A statement that the individual may inspect or copy the health in-
formation disclosed. 

¶ A statement regarding assessment of reasonable fees for copy ser-
vices. 

All required fields of the authorization must be completed by the patient or 
by Staff if the patient is unable to complete these fields.  A copy or faxed 
valid authorization is acceptable. The Hospital cannot rely on assurances 
from others that a valid authorization exi sts.  The identity of the person 
signing the authorization must be verified by picture ID such as a driver's 
license or work ID, a signature on file or other reliable form of ID.  The 
completed, signed authorization must be maintained for 6 years and will be 
scanned into the patient's account for retention.   

 

 
 



 
       
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
        
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
          
 

   

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

Are you safe? 
 
It seems like such a small question, but not asking this small simple ques-
tion may have huge implications for the p erson that we do/don’t ask.  You 
see this on one of the questions that all healthcare providers should be ask-
ing of each and every patient we care for.  
   
The question “Are You Safe?” may mean life or death to the patients that 
we provide care for that are  being trafficked.  So what exactly is human 
trafficking and does it occur here? Human trafficking involves the use of 
force, fraud, or coercion to obtain some type of labor or commercial sex act 
without payment to the person providing the service. Not onl y are the vic-
tims not paid but they may be beaten or killed if they refuse.  Every year, 
millions of men, women, and children are trafficked worldwide – including 
right here in the United States, and yes right here in Nolan County.    
National statistics show that over 75% of the victims that are involved in 
human trafficking in the United States today have had multiple recent con-
tacts with healthcare and law enforcement in the three months prior where 
they were not recognized as an endangered person.  Why??  Number one 
because no one took the time to “Ask them the question”  “Are you safe or 
being harmed by anyone?”  Number two no one recognized the tattoos, 
brands, frequency and reasons of visits to the healthcare system.  Number 
three the person that held  them in “the life” or was holding their life in their 
hand was sitting next to them, making it impossible for the question to be 
answered truthfully.  
 

Recognition and awareness of the trafficking victim may not only affect the 
safety of the victim being trafficked, lack of awareness of the situation 
might also be a danger to you and your family.   How you ask?  When a 
trafficker establishes themselves in an area or neighborhood they will not 
be happy with the girls or boys in their “stable” they are always looking for 
more vulnerable victims to take possession of.   As you look at the last sen-
tence you are wondering – what does she mean take possession of?   
When a trafficker entices a victim into “The Life”, they may promise money, 
riches, love, the ability to make them famous and a multitude of other lies.  
These predators sit patiently waiting for their next unsuspecting victim on 
social media, around school functions and anywhere else that they might 
hear the vulnerability of a teen exposed.  Their mean s are many and their 
methods very diabolical and calculated.    
 
The person sitting scared and huddled on a bed or chair in front of you is 
scared for a reason.  They have been groomed through beatings, sexual 
assault, starvation and multiple other threats  and events to keep doing the 
things that their captor request.  It may have started out as a simple con-
versation of social media after a fight with mom and dad when they said” I 
hate my life!”

 “Yeah man I been there”.  The conversation continues and the predator is 
soon identified as a friend of the child/teen.  The conversation continues 
and maybe there is a request for a picture simple at first and then of body 
parts or full nude pictures or to meet them somewhere.  The predator then 
has full control and can make the child or teen do anything by threats of 
posting the pictures if they don’t do the things requested.  Once a child 
becomes a victim their life will never be the same and once physical pos-
session occurs childhood is gone forever.   

How do you open the ability to ask the question safely when the patient is 
accompanied by their handler?  Make the excuse that the patient needs a 
test or procedure that takes them out of the department and away from 
the handler.  Ask them in private and let them know that if they need help 
we will get it and make sure they are safe and stay that way.  

 You should know too that often times the trauma bon ds that have been 
developed between the captor and the victim may prohibit you being able 
to provide help immediately.  They may actually protect their captors think-
ing that they love them.  It is not uncommon for the victim of trafficking 
removed from the situation to return to the trafficker 7 times before break-
ing clear for good. 

So what things should alert you to a trafficked victim?  

 
RED FLAGS TO OBSERVE: 

Shares a scripted or inconsistent history  
 Is unwilling or hesitant to answer questions about the  injury or illness  
Is accompanied by an individual who does not let the patient speak for themselves, 
refuses to let the patient have privacy, or who interprets for them  
Evidence of controlling or dominating relationships (excessive concerns about pleas-
ing a family member, romantic partner, or employer)  
Demonstrates fearful or nervous behavior or avoids eye contact  
Is resistant to assistance or demonstrates hostile behavior  
Is unable to provide his/her address  
Is not aware of his/her location, the cur rent date, or time  
Is not in possession of his/her identification documents  
Is not in control of his or her own money  

  Is not being paid or wages are withheld   
Patient is under the age of 18 and involved in the commercial sex industry  
Has tattoos or other forms of branding, such as tattoos that say, “Daddy,” “Property of…,”   
Reports an unusually high numbers of sexual partners 
Presents frequently of has history of multiple Sexually transmitted diseases  
Does not have appropriate clothing for the weat her or venue  
Uses language common in the commercial sex industry  
 
When you suspect trafficking make the right call and report it.

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The month of October is known for Crime Prevention Month. Here are just 
a few tips to help you and your family feel safe.  
 
Four ways to increase your Personal Safety: 
 

1. Reduce or eliminate opportunities that may make you a target.  
2. Increase awareness in places where you’re most comfortable. 
3. Trust your instincts even if yo u feel embarrassed. 
4. In today’s environment prepare your daily schedule with safety in 

mind. 
 
Be AWARE of your surroundings at all times and trust your INSTINCTS. 
Travel in groups. There’s always safety in numbers. 
Walk with your head upright. Thieves often  target victims who are not pay-
ing attention.  
CHANGE the color of your earphones from “White” to any other color. 
White earphones usually indicates that you have an APPLE DEVICE which is 
an attractive target for thieves.  
If you observe anyone acting in a suspicious manner, or if you feel threat-
ened in any way, call the police immediately by calling 911.  
Password protect your device. Download APPS to your device that can help 
police locate your device in the event of theft (“Find my IPhone”, “Where’s 
My Droid”, “Look Out”, “GotYa”, just to name a few) from your APP store. 
 
IF someone Tries to Rob You: 
Give up your property-don’t give up your life, your life is more important. 
You can always replace your property. Report the crime to Police ASAP. Let 
the Police Operator know what just happened to you, remember to try and 
remain calm while relaying information to the person on the phone. They 
are the ones that will get help to you as promptly as possible. Your actions 
can prevent others from also becoming victims. Be prepared to give a de-
scription of the offender, height, weight, color of clothing , race, smell of 
person (alcohol, unwashed, cigarette smoker), facial hair, beard, mustache, 
etc. How the person left is also important, what kind of car did he have, 4 -
door, 2-door, SUV, what color was it. Give as much detail about your of-
fender to the operator. Follow the instructions given to you.  
 
Home Safety: Have your keys ready before you get to the door. When you 
enter your residence, remember to shut the door and  lock it. Do not hold 
the door open for strangers; make all visitors and delivery persons use the 
doorbell. Always have an emergency plan of exit with your family, and al-
ways know where to go to get help.
